Introduction

Alcohol is the most widely consumed drug in the United States [ref 7]. After the end of
Prohibition, multiple states enacted laws permitting counties and local municipalities to
place restrictions on the sale of alcohol. The most populous state to enact such laws
was Texas, where “local option” laws have created a patchwork of counties where
alcohol sales are unrestricted ("wet” counties), partially restricted, or completely
prohibited (“dry” counties). The health effects of such laws have not been previously
studied.

Heart disease remains the most common cause of death in the world. [ref 2] Alcohol
may be an important determinant of heart disease, but the evidence is complex and
often conflicting. Although the available evidence suggests that alcohol may increase
the risk of atrial fibrillation [ref 3, 4, 5, 6, 7] and reduce the risk of myocardial infarction,
[ref 8 9, 10, 17] the data remain inconsistent. [ref 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15]
These results rely almost entirely on self-reported alcohol use. Given the inaccuracies
inherent to such ascertainment, [ref 16, 17] misclassification of alcohol consumption
may be an important problem that is challenging to overcome. In the absence of a
controlled clinical trial, this primary predictor (alcohol consumption) is determined by
the choice of each individual in all population based studies that have been described,
